

Grafton City Council Proceedings
August 14, 2023



Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, August 14, 2023 at Grafton City Hall.  Answering roll call were Dalluge, Hulshizer, Hyde, Kruger, and Schaub. Visitors were Bruce White and Linda Koschmeder.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the agenda.  Motion carried. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the minutes from the July 10, 2023 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
Koschmeder talked with the council about discolored water and tree trimming.  She then left at 7:10 PM.
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried. 
Clerk showed the council an estimate from Osage Municipal Utilities to replace two rotted electrical poles in town.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Kruger to accept the estimate and have OMU go ahead and replace the two poles.  Motion carried.
Under old business, the council discussed nuisance properties and grant ideas.  Under new business, the clerk informed the council that nomination papers are now available at City Hall.  They can be turned into the clerk’s office starting Monday, August 28th.  They must be received by Thursday, September 21st at 5 PM.  The city will be electing a mayor and 5 council members for two-year terms. There being no further business, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Dalluge for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:11 PM.
