

Grafton City Council Proceedings
January 8, 2024



Mayor Pro Tem Tom Kruger convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, January 8, 2024 at Grafton City Hall.  Mayor Bork was absent. Answering roll call were Dalluge, Fossey, Hulshizer, and Schaub.  Visitor was Bruce White.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.  Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Schaub to approve the minutes from the December 11, 2023 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
Mayor Pro Tem Kruger appointed the following City Officers and Board Representatives for 2024: City Clerk/Treasurer Renee Petersen; City Superintendent, Tim Kruger; City Attorney, Patrick Rourick; Community Center Bar Manager, Darren Petersen; Fire Board Representatives Randy Hulshizer & Tom Kruger; Landfill Board, Randee Hyde; Worth County Emergency Management Board, Luke Fossey, Cole Feldt, & Duane Tabbert (alternate); Winn-Worth-Betco Board, Michael Schaub & Jane Dalluge (alternate); Mayor Pro Tem, Tom Kruger; Assessor’s Board, John Bork; E911 Board, Cole Feldt & Duane Tabbert (alternate).  Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the 2024 City Officers and Board Representatives.  Motion carried.
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Schaub to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried.
Resolution #2024-1 (Annual Resolution Appointing Depositories): Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to name the Farmers State Bank in Grafton, Iowa as the city’s official depository up to a maximum of $10,000,000.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution# 2024-1 is passed and approved.
Resolution #2024-2 to certify a lien against real estate at 305 3rd Street was reviewed.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-2 is passed and approved.  Resolution #2024-3 to certify a lien against real estate at 309 3rd Street was reviewed.  Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-3 is passed and approved.  Resolution #2024-4 to certify a lien against real estate at 310 2nd Street was reviewed.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-4 is passed and approved.  Resolution #2024-5 to certify a lien against real estate at 105 3rd Street was reviewed.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-5 is passed and approved.
Wages were then discussed.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to give a $.75 per hour pay increase to the city clerk and a $1800 annual raise to the city superintendent.  Clerk’s pay will now be $16.25 per hour and city superintendent’s salary will now be $38,800 per year.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-6 is passed and approved.
Under old business, the council discussed EMS Services.  Under new business, the clerk announced that City-Wide Clean-Up Day will be Saturday, April 20th.  Information will be included in the utility bills when it gets closer.  The council also reviewed the recent DNR inspection letter.  There being no further business, Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:12 PM.
