

Grafton City Council Proceedings
December 9, 2024



Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, December 9, 2024 at Grafton City Hall.  Answering roll call were Dalluge, Fossey, Hulshizer, Kruger, and Schaub.  Visitors were Bruce White, Nancy Walk, and Greg Zillgitt, representing the Grafton Library Board.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the minutes from the November 11, 2024 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
Greg presented the Fiscal ’26 library budget.  After some discussion, Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the library’s budget with the city contributing $16,500.  Motion carried.
Mayor Bork closed the regular meeting and announced that this was the time and place for the public hearing to amend the Fiscal 2025 budget.  Clerk stated that there were no written or oral comments concerning the budget amendment.  Mayor Bork then closed the public hearing and reopened the regular meeting.  Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Kruger to adopt Resolution #2024-23, approving the amendment to the Fiscal 2025 budget.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-23 is passed and approved.
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Schaub to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried.
The electric repair contract from Osage Municipal Utilities was reviewed.  Fossey motioned, 2nd by Schaub to accept the contract.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-24 is passed and approved.
Resolution #2024-25 to certify a lien against real estate at 309 3rd Street was reviewed.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-25 is passed and approved.  Resolution #2024-26 to certify a lien against real estate at 105 3rd Street was then reviewed.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-26 is passed and approved.  The city clerk will file the liens with the Worth County Treasurer.
There was no old business.  Under new businsess, Mayor Bork appointed Kim Mogk to the Grafton Library Board, with her term expiring on 6/30/2026.  The clerk announced that City-Wide Clean-Up Day will be on Saturday, April 19th.  Information will be included in the utility bills when it gets closer to spring.  The council also discussed Adult Prom, which will be held at the Grafton Community Center on March 1st.  Hulshizer then motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to give the city superintendent and the city clerk each a $250 Christmas gift.  Motion carried.  There being no further business, Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Kruger for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:13 PM.
