

Grafton City Council Proceedings
June 8, 2026



Mayor Gregg Urbatsch convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, June 8, 2026 at Grafton City Hall.  Answering roll call were Dalluge, Hulshizer, Kruger, and Venz.  Schaub was absent. Visitor was Bruce White.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.  Venz motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the minutes from the May 11, 2026 meeting.  Motion carried. 
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Venz to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried.
Kruger motioned, 2nd by Venz to approve the building permit from Julie Schulz for a concrete patio on her property at 508 3rd Street.  Motion carried.
Kruger then motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve transferring the city’s liquor license for Turkey Day weekend.  Motion carried. 
Ordinance #2026-1 concerning amending the refuse collection rate by adopting new rates for these services was presented.  The new rates will be as follows: For each resident with bag service, charges shall be $17.50 per month in addition to a charge of $1.50 for each sticker.  For container service, the charge will be $20.00 for a small, or $22.00 for a large container per month for one garbage collection per week.  Venz motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to adopt Ordinance #2026-1 and to waive the 2nd and 3rd readings of this ordinance.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Ordinance #2026-1 is passed, approved, and adopted.
Under old business, grant ideas were discussed.  Under new business, chickens were discussed. There being no further business, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 7:52 PM.
