

Grafton City Council Proceedings
May 13, 2024



Mayor Pro Tem Tom Kruger convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, May 13, 2024 at Grafton City Hall.  Mayor Bork was absent. Answering roll call were Dalluge, Fossey, Hulshizer, and Schaub.  Visitors were Bruce White, Cathy Koster, and Greg Zillgitt.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.  Fossey motioned, 2nd by Schaub to approve the minutes from the April 8th, 16th, and 24th meetings.  Motion carried. 
Greg Zillgitt, representing the Grafton Library Board, talked with the council about an outside LED sign at the library.  He then left at 7:12 PM.  Cathy Koster discussed drainage on her property and asked about removing a dead tree.  She then left at 7:26 PM.
The Adult Prom made a profit of $599.96 this year.  A huge thank you goes out to GCA and all of the volunteers who helped with prom this year.  Clerk then presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried.
Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to set the public hearing to review the preliminary plat of the engineering report for the EMS district for Thursday, June 27, 2024 at 7 PM at Grafton City Hall.  Motion carried.
Resolution #2024-13 to certify a lien against real estate at 309 3rd Street was reviewed.  Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Schaub to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-13 is passed and approved.  Resolution #2024-14 to certify a lien against real estate at 310 2nd Street was reviewed.  Fossey motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-14 is passed and approved.  Resolution #2024-15 to certify a lien against real estate at 305 3rd Street was reviewed.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-15 is passed and approved.
Council then reviewed the Community Center cleaner’s contract.  Fossey motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the contract for another year.  Motion carried.
There was no old business.  Under new business, Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to accept the estimate from Beland Tree Service to cut down and trim trees in town.  Schaub then motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the building permit from Brad Dalluge/Dalluge Turkey Farms to build a 320’ by 70’ brooder barn to replace the building that burned down on their property.  Motion carried. There being no further business, Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Fossey for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:23 PM.
